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Identifying Assets - The walk
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This fun, though potentially time-consuming, process involves getting a group to walk around the area in order to notice and record assets. This is especially good if the group struggle to identify assets without the external stimulus.

1. Define the area for the tour. Include places that people don’t know so much, e.g. on the edge of the local boundary. You can go inside buildings too. If you are feeling really creative the exercise can be made into a treasure hunt – with a prize for the winning team. 

Idea: Eventually, the tour can be turned into a walking tour to show off local assets. 

2. An alternative is to let people’s fingers do the walking by going through the phonebook and picking out assets from there. 

3. Alongside the physical tour a competition could be set up to nominate local assets through photos taken on a digital or disposal cameras. The local newspaper might be interested in partnering on this.
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
