	S1.  Fatima
Fatima wants to open a patisserie. She was originally turned down by the banks. ‘When someone says no to you, you don’t want to carry on. So I quit, ‘til I find Ali, a coach, and I don’t want to quit now because I have her support. We are immigrants; most people don’t want to help us. It’s special when you find someone who actually really really wants to help.’ 

	S2.  Terry and Adam
These two taxi drivers want to set up coach tours from the North East to tourist destinations in Europe. ‘Back then it was just pie in the sky, but now its actually happening, we’re together doing it. I’ve never felt ready; there was just something in my head that wouldn’t go away. We kept thinking, if we never try, how are we going to find out if it’s going to work?’ 

	S3.  Gary
Gary wanted to set up a business repairing PCs, but he suffers from low self-confidence. ‘Keith (the coach) helped me pick myself up. Pushing yourself a little bit more, looking a little bit harder at yourself. Looking at myself – am I fidgeting too much, do I make enough eye contact, do I grin too much? I think it’s just little things – things that you’ve never realised before.’ 

	S4.  Cotmanhay Gold
Students at Bennerley School established this social enterprise to produce a magazine that will go to every household in the area.  It will contain articles on economic literacy and information about the area (including a business and recycling depot directory). They funded it by selling advertising space to local businesses and authorities. 

	S5. Maywash Credit Union
Henry Mitchell started Maywash Credit Union, which aims to lend money at low rates to members and train them in money management. Through a coach, he was linked to a leading expert on Credit Unions for advice.

	S6. Angling club
Two men on benefits want to see the underused lake on their estate used for the benefit of the community. They plan to start an angling club as a social enterprise and already have 60 potential members. Their initial strategy included organising a litter pick up with the local school to clear the lake and surrounding area of rubbish, in an effort to increase interest in the park and fishing club. 

	S7.  Community Gym
The Community Gym was set up as a social enterprise to deliver some of the youth services that are being withdrawn by Northampton County Council. It will also run an amateur boxing programme. This style of gym has been proven to reduce anti-social behaviour and crime and disorder in areas where they operate.

	S8. St Peters C of E Primary School, Nottinghamshire
Since 2000, the school has produced all its own food, which is so popular that it makes a profit even though spending on ingredients has doubled. The children help with design menus, visit the farms that supply them and learn how to grow their own organic vegetables in the school garden. 

	S9. Who is helping?

A neighbourhood organisation in Chicago tried to partner with the local hospitals to improve health care. When the effort failed, the organisation began to wonder what brought their people to the hospital in the first place. They began with dog bites. They offered kids in the neighbourhood a $5 bounty for bringing in dogs running loose. They had been paying $185 for the treatment of a dog bite at the hospital. 
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
